Documents required in your MOBILITY FILE – step by step
(drafts of the documents ( https://iuls.ro/en/university/erasmus/)
Documents for the selection file:
· CV in English;
· Letter of intent; 
· ID card / passport;
· Registration Certificate issued by the Immigration Office

· Language certificate (if applicable)
AFTER the selection:  
· Application form and other documents requested by the host institution;
· OLA (Online learning agreement) or Learning Agreement for studies / traineeships (.doc) filled out up to section ”Exceptional changes”/ “During the mobility”, with all signatures (student, home institution and host institution); 
· Letter of acceptance from the partner institution (pay attention to the type of mobility and the period of stay - the dates of beginning and end of stay/mobility).
Minimum 1 month BEFORE leaving for the mobility:
· Student certificate;
· Documents attesting that the student has fewer opportunities (disability, social scholarship conditions, serious/chronic diseases, migrants/refugees, national/ethnic minorities, the first person in the family with access to higher education/single parent supporting the family, caregivers, maintainers, orphans, institutionalized or formerly institutionalized persons, etc.)
· Statement of EUR account indicating the IBAN and holder name; 
· European health card or another type of health insurance (including medical, civil liability and accident insurance etc.);
· Formal request to the Rector;
· Official Rector’s Order for the mobility;
· Financial Contract;
· Erasmus+ Student Charter;
· GDPR statement.
DURING THE MOBILITY:
· Fill out the Exceptional changes to the Learning Agrement/ During the mobility section in the Learning Agreement with the changes you need to make to the “Before the mobility” (changes on subjects and/or period of stay), with signatures and dates as applicable;
· Request for the extension of the Erasmus+ period of study/traineeship (.doc) – (if applicable);
· Addendum to the Financial Contract, if any of the initial data is modified (period, monthly sums and/or total sums, type of funding etc.).
AFTER FINISHING THE MOBILITY (upon return to the country) documents to be brought to the home university in original:
· Certificate of Stay from the partner institution for the period of stay mentioned in the Financial Contract and / or the Addendum;
· Transcript of Records / Work (the After the Mobility section in the Learning Agreement);
Pay attention! All sections of the Learning Agreement AND all other documents (observing the period of stay and all chosen courses) must BE IN ACCORDANCE with one another (as in all data must correspond).
· The survey of the European Commission – please answer correctly and promptly to the email received from the Beneficiary Module (BM) platform, after the last day of the mobility. This is the final report of the participant to the mobility.  

On the Erasmus+ Programme page of the university website there is additional information on how to fill out the survey, and, should you have more questions, ask the Erasmus+ Department for support BEFORE hitting “Submit”.
BEFORE, DURING and AFTER the mobility
Language testing and learning (OLS): 
· Take a placement test (before or at the beginning of the mobility)
· Benefit from language training modules on the OLS platform (before and during the mobility), according to your level.

Unless you submit the BM survey, the mobility is NOT considered finished, and THE FINAL PAYMENT CANNOT BE MADE (20% of the grant).
