- for students enrolled in the study programme in English -
Eligibility and selection criteria:
· Candidates must be enrolled at IULS;

· Candidates must submit their application file (e.g.: CV, standard letter of intent (draft of the website), copy of ID card / passport, Registration Certificate issued by the Immigration Office, foreign language certificate – if applicable etc.);
· The candidates’ academic record and foreign language skills will be considered for their final score.
Priority is given to students who have not participated previously in Erasmus+ mobilities.

Recent graduates may carry out traineeship mobilities during the first 12 months after graduation.

The maximum duration of all Erasmus+ mobilities carried out by one student during the veterinary medicine bachelor programme is 24 months.

LONG-TERM MOBILITIES
The minimum period of a study/ traineeship mobility is 60 days.
Funding:
The Erasmus+ Programme ensures partial funding of mobilities, all candidates being aware that they will need additional sources of income (sponsorships, own funds etc.). 
Students who are selected for a long-term study mobility will benefit from a monthly grant depending on the country of destination, as follows:

Additional amounts: 

· 150 EUR/ month for traineeship mobilities of students and recent graduates. This additional amount will not be granted for mobilities to countries in Group 3.
· 250 EUR/ month for students and recent graduates with fewer opportunities (disability, social scholarship conditions, serious/chronic diseases, migrants/refugees, national/ethnic minorities, the first person in the family with access to higher education/single parent supporting the family, caregivers, maintainers, orphans, institutionalized or formerly institutionalized persons, etc.).
SHORT-TERM MOBILITIES
The period for short-term study and traineeship mobilities is between 5 and 30 days.

Short-term mobilities must include a virtual component (often as part of a Blended Intensive Programme).
Funding 

The Erasmus+ Programme ensures partial funding of mobilities, all candidates being aware that they will need additional sources of income (sponsorships, own funds etc.).

Travel days before the activity and following the activity may also be covered by individual support.

Students and recent graduates with fewer opportunities carrying out a short-term mobility will receive a top-up amount to the individual support of their EU Erasmus+ grant of:

· 100 EUR for a physical mobility activity period of 5 to 14 days 
· 150 EUR for a physical mobility activity period of 15 to 30 days.

All mobility participants can receive travel support, depending on the distance band and the means of transport they choose:

The total grant for mobility is calculated depending on the funds allocated to the university and the number of contracted mobilities, without exceeding the average grant per mobility.
Students with special needs whose physical, mental or health condition requires additional support to help them participate in a mobility, or who need to make a preparatory visit before carrying out a mobility, as well as students who need an accompanying person during their mobility may receive additional funding for their mobility, depending on their needs, based on real costs.
Results of the selection:
In case the total number of admitted students from the four faculties exceeds the number of places financed by the Programme, students will be selected in the descending order of their scores, taking into account the percentage of participation for each Faculty, reported to the total number of students at University level (approx. 43% Agriculture, 14% Horticulture, 15% Animal Sciences and 28% Veterinary Medicine).

If there are not enough participants in the selection for all faculties, in order to reach the percentage of participation per faculty, the unoccupied places will be re-distributed to the faculties that have more candidates than the percentage established initially, considering the percentage difference between the four faculties.  
The students who are admitted at Faculty level, who fall within the number of places financed by the Programme, will have the status of ”admitted candidate”, if the percentage of participation of their respective Faculty is not exceeded.   

The students who are admitted at Faculty level, but do not fall within the number of places financed by the Programme, will have the status of “reserve” at University level, or may become Erasmus students with “zero grant” (may participate in the mobility, but will not receive any money from the Programme).

Reserves may benefit from a grant if other students give up their places and / or if there is additional funding, respecting the above-mentioned criteria.
